Pormpuraaw Capacity Statement
This statement is designed to provide information on locally available services and workforce for building and construction companies wishing to tender and engage in works in the community of Pormpuraaw.
Pormpuraaw (also known as Edward River) is a discreet Indigenous Community located on the 
Western Cape York Peninsula and has a population of approximately 800 residents. In July 1987, the Queensland Government implemented legislation for a Deed of Grant in Trust (DOGIT) over the lands on the Edward River.

Being a remote community, the local Council has developed its own construction and building service units as well as relationships with a variety of external long term building service providers. These services are predominately engaged in the upgrading and responsive maintenance works for the social housing stock in the community.

Utilising the local services and labour in Pormpuraaw will greatly reduce accommodation and transport costs associated with undertaking works in remote communities.  It will also contribute and support the economic sustainability of the community whilst benefiting from engaging local knowledge and experience.

Another distinct advantage for contractors is that, by utilising local services and labour it may contribute to your requirements under the Queensland Government Building and Construction Training Policy   which came into effect 1 July 2014. 

We encourage you to speak with local service providers and enquire on how the utilisation of these services and labour can contribute to increasing your bottom line whilst building a strong and sustainable relationship with the community and its partners.
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Building & Construction Services
Pormpuraaw Aboriginal Shire Council’s (PASC) Housing works division currently employs about 10 local people in varied trades as well as contracts out to external building services providers who employ local labour. The community and the Council have recognised the need to develop its capacity within the building and construction services and are currently developing programs that will see an increase in its capacity to deliver building and infrastructure projects in its own right to ensure economic growth for the Community now and into the future.

The Principal (Government Agency) will use the IEO Overview to support post-tender negotiations. Post-tender negotiations include forming agreement on the IEO Plan between the Council, the preferred tenderer (s) and the Principal (Government Agency).
